The 
H1N1 Virus is more real than ever, and is expected to become a real threat, as 
officials are now estimating that approximately 1 in 1000 people will contract 
the virus, most commonly known as Swine Flu.  So, what are we doing about it?  
Vaccinations will be available, in time, at your local health department, but,

slimmed down.  These groups now only include children 6 months to 4 years 

old, 5-18 year olds with underlying conditions and pregnant women.  The CDC also says that Stu-
dents, Faculty or staff with influenza like illness (fever with cough or sore throats) should stay 
home and not attend school/work or go into the community except to seek medical care.  Infected 
persons can return to daily schedules 24 hours after being fever free. 
 

In the meantime, what do we do to protect ourselves?  The CDC suggests the following common 
precautions: 

Always Cover your mouth, with a tissue, when coughing and/or sneezing 
Frequent hand washing with soap and water
